Today, Valentine's Day cards are gifted to teachers,
parents, friends, siblings and sweethearts. Popularity of
Valentine's Day has spread in countries across the seven
continents and is still increasing by the year.

In Western Christianity, Ash Wednesday marks the first
day, or the start of the season of Lent. Officially named
"Day of Ashes," Ash Wednesday always falls 40 days
prior to prepare for Easter by observing a period of fasting,
repentance, moderation, giving up of sinful habits, and
spiritual discipline till Easter (Sundays are not included in
the count). Lent is a time when Christians repent (turning
to God). The time of Lent also calls us to let go. During
lent we are to fast from self-doubt and self-degradation to
allow us to make room for God’s love. It is within these
40 days we also transfer the love God has for us to others
who need to know of a God that holds no judgment nor
imposes neither guilt nor shame.

Reporting on the January Trustees Meeting:

On January 9 t the Board of Trustees reorganized for 2018, electing Bill Vanderhoof as

Chairperson and Michaele Smith as Assistant Chairperson. The trustees honored Jim Brasser and
Dawn Donohue who are leaving the group after having served for many years and welcomed Kevin
Mead who is returning after a few years absence.

The Trustee heard a presentation from Sandy Wehner of Sage Rutty describing in detail the state
of our investments. We learned of our investment history and how it has been responsible for
financing many of the required capital expenses over the years.  Although our withdrawals nearly
match our investments, we maintain a healthy balance to finance future needs.

We learned from Treasurer Deb Janes, that Dan Starr has agreed to conduct the annual audit of
our finances.

Reporting on the 2017 Budget, we learned that our expenditures were under budget by about

$1500 and our income was over budget. Hard working groups in the church that donate to the
operating funds account for nearly 10% of ourincome. We t hank Womends Fel |
group and the script ladies Carol and MaryJane for their help.

Under old business, we heard from Trustee Cheryl Fridley that in negotiating with Frontier, she
was able to save us over $100 a month in costs for telephon e/internet service. The Board approved
a 3 year renewable contract that reflected those savings.  Thank you Cheryl!

Under new business, the Board hired Vincent St. George of Top Notch Drywall and Plaster to

repair the plaster cracks in the North  east section of the sanctuary. Vinny has been in the business
for over 20 years, learning from his father.  Vinny will begin January 30 % and expects to be done
the next day.
